Also not allowed in the Huebner-Onion Natural Area
Park is smoking of any kind. The natural environment in the park can easily catch fire, as the grass
becomes dry and flammable during the heat of summer and in the winter when the grass and other
vegetation is dead.

Finally, please remember to be good stewards of the environment/park and pick up after your-
self and others if necessary. Recycle your plastic water bottles and soda cans and throw away any
non-recyclable trash.
